The site includes the Neolithic settlement on the mound, a
section of a Mycenaean settlement and the palace east of the
mound, and two Mycenaean tholos tombs.

DIMINI. NEOLITHIC SETTLEMENT

The settlement on the mound is dated to the end of the 5th
millennium BC. Dimini features a unique architectural element: six
stone circular walls built around the settlement in pairs, possibly
to support the mound and delineate the living area. Artefacts
found at the settlement include sherds of the well-known Dimini
pottery, a large number of tools made of obsidian, flint, stone and
bones, figurines and jewellery.

DIMINI. MYCENAEAN SETTLEMENT

Dimini continued to be inhabited during the Bronze Age, but
moved to the plains, south-east of the mound with the Neolithic
ruins, where an important Mycenaean settlement flourished. The
settlement was at its peak in the 14th and 13th centuries BC. The
administrative center was founded in the early 13th century BC
and consists of two large megaron-type buildings surrounded by
smaller sheds, workshops, kitchens and courtyard peristyles. The
Mycenaean settlement at Dimini and the neighbouring
settlements at Palia in Volos and Pefkakia constitute the largest
Mycenaean centre in lolkos.
